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Welcome to the 2010 annual review of
the work of Friends of the Peak District
and CPRE South Yorkshire. 

This year we launched our Take Back
the Tracks campaign to stop
irresponsible 4x4 drivers and trail bike
riders carving up the Peak District and
disturbing the tranquillity of the
National Park. We lobbied the highway
and planning authorities and the Police
to take stronger action and we’ve had
some success, but there is much more
to do!

We were delighted that the saga of
Backdale Quarry on the beautiful
Longstone Edge reached a satisfactory
legal conclusion. A decision by the
European Court of Human Rights
brought an end to years of excessive
mineral extraction. Unfortunately no
action has been taken to restore the
site and we continue to work towards
that outcome.

The threat of climate change altering
our precious landscapes and habitats
means that we continue to encourage
renewable energy generation. However,
renewable technology must not ruin or
dominate the landscapes they are
helping to save. Small scale
technologies are the most suitable in
our national parks, and micro hydro

power fits the bill perfectly in the Peak
District. We were very proud indeed to
publish our Peak Power research into
small scale hydro power, and to help
set up the Peak Hydro Forum. 

Our work in South Yorkshire continues
to be full of challenges. We
campaigned against the so-called
Inland Port in Rossington but it was
approved in spite of our efforts. And
Doncaster Council is still resisting our
attempts to extend the Green Belt so
that vulnerable countryside to the east
is fully protected from development. 

We hosted the National Park Societies
Conference at Buxton in September. It
was attended by all the national park
societies in England and Wales as well
as national organisations. It was a
valuable opportunity to learn from the
experience of others and to share our
local and national knowledge.

The economic climate is affecting us
all. To continue with our vital work
protecting our local countryside, we
need both more members and higher
contributions from the existing
membership. Our staff and volunteers
have worked hard throughout the year
and we must find the resources for this
to continue.

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• We scanned 2,700 planning
applications in the Peak District,
and went on to assess 126 of
them. We made full comments on
17 applications, and 88 percent
went our way. 

• PLANNING HELP
We piloted our Peak District
planning helpline for local people
looking for advice about how to
campaign against – or support –
planning applications in their area.
A phone helpline was open on
Thursday afternoons, with advice
also available by email and on our
new website. We also ran a
successful training course on the
planning system for volunteers,
parish councillors and other people.

• PEAK POWER
We followed up publishing our
Peak Power research by helping to
set up a new Peak Hydro Forum for
local people interested in
generating small scale water
power. We also ran three local
community workshops. 

• CLIMATE CHANGE
We challenged the Peak District
National Park Authority about its
draft new policies on renewable
energy and climate change. We
want it to be bolder, and to encourage
more renewable energy projects
that don’t harm the landscapes.  

• WEBSITE
We relaunched www.friendsofthe
peak.org.uk as a more user-friendly
resource including information
about our events and latest news.
Our Friends of the Peak District 
e-newsletter also went out
regularly from the middle of the
year – get in touch with us if you’d
like to subscribe!

• OFF-ROADING
We launched Take Back the Tracks
– our campaign to stop
unsustainable and illegal off-
roading carving up the Peak
District. We joined local people in
setting up campaign groups Forum
for Ancient Byways (FAB) and the
Peak District Green Lanes Alliance.

Our lobbying helped persuade the
Peak District National Park
Authority and Derbyshire County
Council to take action on some of
the worst affected routes. 

• TRAFFIC
Traffic is a huge problem in the
National Park, and we’ve been
frustrated by lack of progress from
the Peak District National Park
Authority and Derbyshire County
Council to reduce its impact. We
kept the pressure up this year by
talking to key people and having
our say in the review of Local
Transport Plans. 

• MOTTRAM BYPASS
We’ve been campaigning for years
for an effective solution to traffic
in Mottram and Tintwistle that
doesn’t mean building bigger
roads. This year, Tameside Council
consulted on plans for a new
bypass around Mottram as part of
the Longdendale Integrated
Transport Strategy. We scrutinised
the new plans, and called for
better public transport and traffic
management instead of a new road. 
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PROTECTING THE PEAK DISTRICT

This year we completed our Peak Power research project. It showed that there are 80
sites with good potential for producing small scale water power, and included ten
case studies.

▲
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• NATIONAL PARK SOCIETIES
We hosted the National Park
Societies’ Conference at Buxton in
September. It was attended by all
the national park societies in
England and Wales as well as
national organisations. 

• QUARRYING
Although we celebrated the legal
victory at Backdale Quarry, the
original 1952 planning permission
still allows the extraction of
fluorspar and some limestone. We
were pleased that the Peak District
National Park Authority suspended
this permission when the owner
and operator failed to produce
environmental documents for a
review. If they don’t do so within
two years, planning permission
will be gone permanently. In
October, Glebe Mines announced 
it was closing, bringing an end to
open cast mining of fluorspar
throughout the Peak District. 

• UNDERGROUNDING
Local utility companies took 
part in OFGEM’s scheme to put
electricity wires underground in
national parks. Central Electric

(YEDL) changed its policy to 
put high voltage lines in open
countryside underground, as well
as low voltage lines in villages.
Four schemes were completed in
2010, at Hope, Sheldon, Rowland
and Wardlow.

• COWDALE
We joined forces with King Sterndale
Parish Council and other residents
to oppose plans for a water bottling
plant at the former Cowdale Quarry
near Buxton. A large factory would
spoil the tranquillity of this
important buffer zone between
Buxton and the National Park.
High Peak Borough Council agreed,
and refused planning permission.
However the applicants are likely
to reapply.  

• MATLOCK MOOR
In April the Planning Inspectorate
dismissed the appeal against
North East Derbyshire and
Derbyshire Dales District Council’s
decision to refuse planning
permission for five 125 metre wind
turbines on Matlock Moor just
outside the National Park. We
thought their impact on the
landscape would be unacceptable. 

• RIVERSIDE
In February the Peak District
National Park Authority refused
planning permission to redevelop
this employment site in Bakewell.
We had supported the scheme on
condition that it had a high
standard of sustainability and
included the highest possible
number of affordable homes.
Developers have lodged an appeal
and we expect another application. 

• AFFORDABLE HOUSING
We supported projects in
Youlgrave, Stoney Middleton and
Grindleford. We were especially
impressed with the plans for eight
homes of an exceptionally high
sustainability standard in
Youlgrave. Unfortunately all three
projects ran into difficulties and
the first two were withdrawn. 

• PLANNING AUTHORITY PLANS
High Peak Borough Council and
the Peak District National Park
Authority consulted on their local
development frameworks to
determine where development is
allowed for the next 15 years. 
We raised concerns about the 1,300
new homes proposed for around
Chapel-en-le-Frith, and 2,200 around
Buxton, arguing that brownfield
sites should be used first. 

• CONSERVATION VOLUNTEERING
In 2010 we teamed up with Peak
Park countryside rangers and
worked around Tittesworth
Reservoir and Shillito Woods. 

Longstone Edge by Rod Egglestone
The beautiful limestone Longstone Edge gained significant protection from quarrying
in 2010. We celebrated the European Court of Human Rights’ decision not to hear an
appeal from the owners of Backdale Quarry about how much fluorspar and limestone
they could quarry, putting an end to years of excessive mineral extraction.  

▲
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• We scanned 8,800 planning
applications in South Yorkshire,
and went on to assess 120 of
them. We made full comments on
24 applications, and 58 percent of
these went our way. 

• PLANNING HELP
We piloted our South Yorkshire
planning helpline for local people
looking for advice about how to
campaign against – or support –
planning applications in their area.
A phone helpline was open on
Thursday afternoons, with advice
also available by email and on our
new website. We also ran a
successful training course on the
planning system for volunteers,
parish councillors and other
people.

• WEBSITE
This year we relaunched
www.cpresouthyorks.org.uk as a
more user-friendly resource
including information about our
events and latest news. Our CPRE
South Yorkshire e-newsletter also
went out regularly from the middle
of the year – get in touch with us if
you’d like to subscribe!

• BACKYARD
Our new magazine for CPRE South
Yorkshire members was launched
in the autumn. It comes out twice
a year and has information about
South Yorkshire’s countryside and
our work to protect it.

• WIND FARMS
We continue to make decisions
about wind farms on a case by

case basis. This year we supported
an application for six 132 metre
high wind turbines at Ulley in
Rotherham because we assessed
that the importance of generating
45,000 megawatt hours of
renewable energy outweighed the
impact they would have on the
landscape. On the other hand, we
objected to four wind turbines at
Birds Edge in Kirklees. With large
wind turbines at nearby Royd Moor,
and more approved for Spicer Hill
and Blackstone Edge, we believe
that this Pennine Fringe landscape
can’t sustain any more wind farms.

• ROSSINGTON INLAND PORT
Plans for developing 270 hectares
of Doncaster’s Green Belt as a road
and rail interchange – the so-called
Inland Port – were submitted in
the spring. Our research showed
that most of the freight would be
transferred from road to road, and
not road to rail, so the loss of
Green Belt land could not be
justified. We opposed the
application, but Doncaster Council
approved it in outline. A detailed
application is expected in 2011. 

Thorpe Marsh cooling towers
The Thorpe Marsh cooling towers north of Doncaster are an unfortunate landmark in
the South Yorkshire landscape which should have come down when the old power
station was decommissioned. In 2010 we campaigned against plans to build a new
gas-fired power station on the site. Although this would mean the demolition of the
towers, we objected because with chimneys up to 200 feet high, the new power station
would be an inappropriate major structure in this pleasant greenfield location. 
We also said there is no imminent need to replace old power stations yet, especially
with more using fossil fuels. We are part of CPRE’s national campaign lobbying for a
‘smart grid’ with smaller, greener sources of power closer to centres of demand. 

▲
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PROTECTING SOUTH YORKSHIRE’S COUNTRYSIDE
CPRE South Yorkshire in 2010
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• DEEPCAR
We urged Sheffield City Council to
reject a renewal application for
nearly 400 homes at Deepcar, near
Stocksbridge. We had concerns
about design and layout especially
as they lacked environmentally
sustainable features. The houses
would be built next to Wharncliffe
Woods, a Site of Special Scientific
Interest and home to rare wildlife
including nightjars. 

• YES!
In spring, developers applied to
renew plans for a massive tourism
development at Rother Valley
Country Park in the middle of
Rotherham’s Green Belt. We said
that the plans were over-the-top
and that it would be far better to
build YES! in undeveloped
brownfield land in urban
Rotherham. The developers
predicted six million visitors a year

and car parking for nearly 3,500
cars, so we also warned that the
scheme would cause local traffic
problems. We were disappointed
when Rotherham Council approved
the scheme again. 

• BASLOW ROAD, SHEFFIELD
We joined local action group
SPACE (Sheffield and Peak Against
City Encroachment) to lobby
Sheffield City Council to remove
the unnecessary street lights
running out along the Baslow Road
to the edge of the Peak District. 
It agreed to turn the lights off for
12 months, and if there are no
accidents or problems it will
remove them permanently. 

• ARMTHORPE
We opposed plans for 600 homes
and three large industrial units on
30 hectares of land in Doncaster’s
countryside policy area. Doncaster

has already got enough housing to
meet its needs so there is no need
to develop this area. We were
especially concerned that this
development could result in the
loss of part of the important green
corridor that separates Armthorpe
from Edenthorpe, and cited this as
another example of why Doncaster
should extend the Green Belt. 

• BRADHOLME
We were expecting the developers
to appeal against Doncaster
Council’s decision to refuse
planning permission for two huge
distribution warehouses. The
warehouses would have been over
80 feet high and visible from the
flat Humberhead levels. So we
celebrated when the six month
deadline passed, and the prospect
of an appeal collapsed. We are still
worried that Doncaster Council’s
future planning policies could
mean that Bradholme is even 
more at risk, as the area has been
identified as a potential strategic
employment site. This is yet
another example of why Doncaster
should expand the Green Belt east.

• CONSERVATION VOLUNTEERING
We teamed up with local countryside
rangers and worked in five sites,
including our own Haythornthwaite
Wood.

Melton in Doncaster’s Green Belt
We’ve continued our campaign to get Doncaster’s Green Belt extended to protect
countryside all the way around the town. Land to the east of Doncaster is currently
only designated as countryside policy area. This gives some protection, but not
enough given the enormous pressures for housing and employment developments. 
Doncaster Council’s draft Core Strategy did not propose any expansion of the Green
Belt. So this year we’ve been trying to increase key political and community support
to persuade them to do so – and that it can be done without jeopardising economic
growth or new housing needed for local people.

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THANK YOU!
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It has been a challenging year
financially speaking with many
disappointments. In my last
Treasurer’s report I told members
that if we are to bring income and
expenditure into balance we needed
the charity to achieve or exceed its
2010 income targets. It is with regret
that I must report that 2010 income,
although higher than 2009, did not

achieve the level budgeted for. This
will – and has – put additional
financial pressure on 2011. 

Despite this, the future is not
entirely pessimistic. Carol Robinson
and her team have proposed and
initiated a number of innovative
fundraising programmes, which 
have the potential to turn our
finances around and put us on the
right road to balancing income with
expenditure. Relying on reserves to
make up the shortfall each year is
not sustainable and the Board of
Trustees has instigated the
preparation of robust contingency
plans in order to ensure that the
good work of the charity continues.

The 2011 budget is challenging but
if it is achieved and demonstrates
the potential for growth then the

organisation in its present form will
have a firm basis for continuation.
Because of the current financial
climate more robust milestones with
appropriate measurement targets have
been put in place, to allow closer
monitoring of income and expenditure. 

Preparing contingency plans does
not presage failure to meet 2011’s
challenges but is a prudent response to
the risks. It means that we will be
able to respond in a timely and
planned manner should income fail
to increase. In doing so, we will ensure
the continuation of the charity and
its ability to achieve its objectives.

2011 promises to be another busy
year with many challenges.

• Many of the local authorities in our
area will be finalising their local
development frameworks over the
next year or so. These are crucial
documents that will determine where
development is allowed for the next
15 years or so and have a critical
impact on the future of our local
countryside. We’ll be attending
Examinations in Public for the core
strategies in Doncaster, the Peak
District, Rotherham and High Peak. 

• As Doncaster Council is finalising its
local development framework, we’ll
have one final push on persuading
them to include extending the Green
Belt in their plans. The countryside to
the east of Doncaster desperately
needs better protection.

• With the government introducing
major changes to the planning
system, we need to be ready to
respond to its consultations. We’ll
also have to think about how we
change our working practices to
reflect new planning laws.

• A number of major developments 
are expected to be back at planning
committees in our patch in 2010. 
We will respond to the planning
applications for the Riverside site in
Bakewell, the Newburgh site in
Bradwell, the Todwick bypass, the
FARRRS road scheme near Doncaster
and wind turbines at Sheephouse
Height near Barnsley – and any other
major developments that come up!

• We were very proud of our Peak Power
research project into small-scale
hydro power in the National Park.
Next year, we’d like to support the
new Peak Hydro  Forum to become its
own independent organisation. 

• The launch of our Take Back the
Tracks campaign against illegal and
unsustainable off-roading in the Peak
District made a great start in 2010.
We’ve made good progress in trying
to protect our countryside from this
disturbance and damage, but the
Peak District National Park Authority
and Derbyshire County Council are
still not moving quickly enough to
address the problem! So next year,
we’ll be stepping up our campaign,

working closely with partners and
exploring new ways of getting the
message across. 

• With new websites and e-newsletters
launched in 2010, next year we’ll be
expanding new and effective ways 
of reaching our members and
supporters such as Facebook. 

• CPRE’s national office is currently
doing a review of how people support
the charity nationally and locally, and
will be encouraging regular donors to
join local branches. This will hopefully
have an impact on us, and we’ll be
making the changes needed.  

• As the National Trust and RSPB take
on the management of the Eastern
Moors, we will get involved and have
our say about their proposals for
managing this important habitat and
iconic landscape.

However, the biggest challenge is
going to be meeting our financial
targets, crucial for ensuring the future
viability of our charity. We have
ambitious aims, and will rely on our
loyal and energetic supporters, as
always, to achieve success.
